INSTRUCTIONS

MATCH PROFILE INSTRUMENT – PART I

(Revised 2003 – Green SCANTRON Form)

The MATCH Profile Instrument – Part 1 (MPI-1) and Attachments are submitted to the State Multi- Agency Team for Children (MATCH) when funding is requested for therapeutic residential services.  The MPI-1 and Attachments are completed jointly by the local agency case manager and either the child’s parents, foster parent, or other individual who shares the child’s daily living experience.  These documents are used by the State MATCH committee to determine the appropriate level of treatment and placement priorities for children referred for residential treatment.

Because the MPI-1 is a computerized instrument, it is critical that you follow ALL of the instructions noted in the document and on the form itself.  Failure to do so will result in a delay in processing the application for MATCH services.

Questions 1 – 37

Each item must be marked with the exception of items #17, 24, 28, 29, and 34.  Those items require information that may not be applicable for a particular child.  If so, do not mark those items.


For item #9, refer to the list of County Codes.


For item #36, refer to the ROLES Definitions.

Behavior Checklist contains a list of 73 behaviors.  For each behavior, mark the box, which most closely describes how the behavior applies to the child.  Mark only one box for each behavior.  Any behavior marked must be described in the right column.  Attach additional sheets if necessary.


Not applicable (NA):  Mark when the child has never displayed the behavior.

By History:  If behavior did not occur within the past year, but was a problem in the child’s history previous to the past year mark this item.  Give a very brief description of the behavior.

Behavior within the past year:  Mark the severity of the behavior.  Give a description of that behavior.  Attach additional sheets if necessary.


Mild - 

Mark Mild for the severity of the behavior if:

1) The behavior has occurred within the past year.

2) The caseworker and the child’s caretaker consider the behavior to have only a slight effect upon the child’s daily functioning and his/her placements needs.

3) The behavior has occurred only occasionally.

Moderate -
Mark Moderate for the severity of the behavior if:

1) The behavior has occurred within the past year.

2) The caseworker and the child’s caretaker consider the behavior to have only a serious effect upon the child’s daily functioning and his/her placements needs.

3) The behavior occurs on a frequent basis and/or poses a serious danger to self or others.

Severe -  
Mark Severe for the severity of the behavior if:

1) The behavior has occurred within the past year.

2) The caseworker and the child’s caretaker consider the behavior to have only a very serious effect upon the child’s daily functioning and his/her placements needs.

3) The behavior occurs on a frequent basis and/or poses a intense danger to self or others.

Reporting Updated Information for Children Referred to MATCH

The MATCH Profile Instrument Part 1 (MPI-1) is used to report to MATCH updated information regarding children who have already been referred to MATCH.

It is of critical importance that MATCH has current data.  When reporting updated information to MATCH, submit a new MPI-1 with supporting attachments.
